Step 1: Donate $5 
Make a $5 donation per student via School  
Cash Online (cash will not be accepted during  
the event).

Step 2: Drop Off Items 
Donations can now be dropped off at FLB  
between Dec. 1 and 15.  If possible, we ask that 
your family donates as many items as your  
child will be picking out at the Gift Mart. With  
this said, we’ll welcome as many donations as  
you can offer!
 

Step 3:  
We Need Supplies!
We need LOTS of boxes of all shapes & sizes, 
wrapping paper, bows, ribbon & tape (we don’t 
need gift bags this year). These can be dropped  
off at the school anytime prior to the event.  

Step 4: Volunteer! 
Volunteers* are needed to: 
•	 Set up on Dec. 16, starting at noon. 
•	 Help students shop for or wrap presents on 

Dec. 17 from 8:10 AM until 2:30 PM.

Things to donate
Seasonal items, home decor, housewares, toys 
& games, stationery, knick knacks, jewelery, 
wallets, handbags…etc. 

All volunteers will need the following documents on 
file at the school by Dec. 12.  
•	 Criminal Record Check with Vulnerable Sector 

Check (required every three years).
•	 Completed Policy 701 questionnaire  

(required annually).   
 

We will need items suitable for parents, older siblings 
(ie. teens), and younger siblings (ie. babies).
Thanks for sending in items in good condition. We 
want both those giving and receiving to be happy  
with the gifts that have been so carefully selected. 

Things NOT to donate
Food items, stuffed animals, pillows, perfumes, 
brushes, books, used clothing (except ties)...etc.

NOTE: Items for dads are often  harder to find at  
the event. Consider sending gloves, socks (new),  
ties, mugs, golf balls/tees, playing cards, flashlights,  
$5 (max) coffee gift cards, ice scrapers, BBQ utensils,  
hats (new), tools, bungee cords, hockey tape…etc.
